E-bikes must be limited to 250w in power, limited to 15.5mph and not be ridden by anyone under
yrs old.

ast month across the force, we seized 80 e-scooters and e-bikes, with 33 of these seizures being e-
scooters &

Where e-scooters are ridden by children we may alsc make a Child Protection referral.

Make sure you know the law and dangers surrounding e-scooters and e-bikes before purchasing.
